Reasons
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Faroe islanders have been hunting for pilot whales for centuries, giving them valuable food stocks for the winter.

But to animal rights activists, the kill is cruel and unnecessary. The BBC's Nick Haslam witnessed a whale hunt.

As we crested the hill, the mist cleared and there below lay the sea and the rooftops of Torshavn, the capital of
the Faroes. Earlier that day, only two battered Russian trawlers lay at anchor in the bay. Now, countless small
boats, in a crescent-shaped curve, were motoring towards a beach below the town. In front of them, the sea heaved
and boiled, the occasional black shape emerging from the water. Samal, the driver, knew immediately what was
happening. "The whales have come at last," he said. For centuries the people of the Faroes, an isolated archipelago
halfway between Scotland and Iceland, have hunted the pilot whale. Highly social animals, the whales travel in
pods of up to 200, following their favorite prey of squid, whiting and mackerel. Once a group is sighted in the
narrow channels and fjords of the Faroes, islanders drop whatever they are doing and rush to their boats to encircle

the whales and drive them onto a beach.
Carcasses

Here, in the shallows, men dispatch the animals in a welter of blood and spray by severing their spinal cords with
sharp knives in a spectacle strictly not for the squeamish. We drove on down to the shore where the sea was
already bright pink with whale blood. Lying along the edge of the beach were rows of black carcasses, some more
than five metres long and each with a gaping wound just behind the head. Crowds of people looked on, small
children climbing onto the dead whales, which had grinning mouths lined with small sharp teeth. There was a
sudden flurry of activity, and a black tail arched up - amidst a group of men standing up to their waists in the
freezing water - to splash back finally into the sea with a spray of bloody foam. The last whale of the pod had
been killed and now, surprisingly quickly, the corpses were tied to boats to be towed to the harbour of Torshavn.
The crowd, looking slightly subdued | thought, dispersed, wending their way home in the soft summer twilight
of the high northern latitudes. One man looked at my camera and asked suspiciously: "You're not from Greenpeace
are you?" Animal rights activists have called for Faroese whaling to be banned, and make frequent attempts to
disrupt the hunt.

Shared

Next morning at 0600, more than 1,000 people gathered on the quay where the whales lay in rows, each now
numbered neatly with Roman numerals cut into the thick blubber. Whale meat is never sold on the Faroes, for the
catch is divided out amongst people in the community and any surplus given to hospitals and old people's homes.
Working in small family groups, the grisly process of butchering the whales began, the black skin and white
blubber peeling away to reveal dark red meat which steamed in the chill air. In less than three hours, 138 whales,
from babies to mature adults, were neatly dissected. Then bulldozers arrived to remove the bones left on the quay.
There was very little waste, one man told me as he stacked his share into a pickup, for more than 90% of each
animal was consumed. He was, he said, going to dry his portion of whale meat in the traditional way so it could
be eaten by his family over the winter. That night | sat with Faroese friends and tried some dried whale meat
from a previous hunt. It was almost black and very chewy with a slight oily after-taste. What, | wondered, did
they think of the attempts by animal rights activists to ban whale hunting outright?

Although it has abundant natural resources, Africa remains the world's poorest and most underdeveloped
continent, the result of a variety of causes that may include the spread of deadly diseases ( notably HIV/AIDS
and malaria) , corrupt governments that have often commmitted serious human rights violations, failed central
planning, high levels of illiteracy, lack of access to foreign capital, and frequent tribal and military conflict

(ranging from guerrilla warfare to genocide ) . According to the United Nations' Human Development Report in

2003, the bottom 25 ranked nations ( 151st to 175th) were all African.

From 1995 to 2005, Africa's rate of economic growth increased, averaging 5% in 2005. Some countries
experienced still higher growth rates, notably Angola, Sudan and Equatorial Guinea, all three of which had recently
begun extracting their petroleum reserves or had expanded their oil extraction capacity. The continent is believed
t0 hold 90% of the world s cobalt, 90% of its platinum, 50% of its gold, 98% of its chromium, 70% of its
tantalite, 64% of its manganese and one-third of its uranium. The Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) has
70% of the world s coltan, and most mobile phones in the world are made with elements refined from this
mineral. The DRC also has more than 30% of the world s diamond reserves. Guinea is the world s largest
exporter of bauxite. As the growth in Africa has been driven mainly by services and not manufacturing or
agriculture, it has been growth without jobs and without reduction in poverty levels. In fact, the food security
crisis of 2008 which took place on the heels of the global financial crisis has pushed back 100 million people

into food insecurity.

Today, Africa contains 54 sovereign countries, most of which have borders that were drawn during the era of
European colonialism. Since colonialism, African states have frequently been hampered by instability, corruption,
violence, and authoritarianism. The vast majority of African states are republics that operate under some form of
the presidential system of rule. However, few of them have been able to sustain democratic governments on a

permanent basis, and many have instead cycled through a series of coups, producing military dictatorships.

Great instability was mainly the result of marginalization of ethnic groups, and graft under these leaders. For
political gain, many leaders fanned ethnic conflicts, some of which had been exacerbated, or even created, by
colonial rule. In many countries, the military was perceived as being the only group that could effectively
maintain order, and it ruled many nations in Africa during the 1970s and early 1980s. During the period from the
early 1960s to the late 1980s, Africa had more than 70 coups and 13 presidential assassinations. Border and
territorial disputes were also common, with the European-imposed borders of many nations being widely contested

through armed conflicts.

Cold War conflicts between the United States and the Soviet Union, as well as the policies of the International
Monetary Fund, also played a role in instability. When a country became independent for the first time, it was
often expected to align with one of the two superpowers. Many countries in Northern Africa received Soviet
military aid, while many in Central and Southern Africa were supported by the United States, France or both. The
1970s saw an escalation, as newly independent Angola and Mozambique aligned themselves with the Soviet
Union, and the West and South Africa sought to contain Soviet influence by funding insurgency movements. There
was a major famine in Ethiopia, when hundreds of thousands of people starved. Some claimed that Marxist/Soviet
policies made the situation worse. The most devastating military conflict in modern independent Africa has been
the Second Congo War. By 2008, this conflict and its aftermath had killed 5.4 million people. Since 2003 there
has been an ongoing conflict in Darfur which has become a humanitarian disaster. Another notable tragic event is
the 1994 Rwandan Genocide in which an estimated 800 000 people were murdered. AIDS has also been a

prevalent issue in post-colonial Africa.

In the 21st century, however, the number of armed conflicts in Africa has steadily declined. For instance, the
civil war in Angola came to an end in 2002 after nearly 30 years. This has coincided with many countries
abandoning communist style command economies and opening up for market reforms. The improved stability and
economic reforms have led to a great increase in foreign investment into many African nations, mainly from China,
which has spurred quick economic growth in many countries, seemingly ending decades of stagnation and decline.
Several African economies are among the world's fasted growing as of 2011. A significant part of this growth

can also be attributed to the facilitated diffusion of information technologies and specifically mobile telephony.

Child abductee featured in Kony 2012 defends film's maker against criticism

1. Jacob Acaye, the Ugandan former child abductee at the heart of the film Kony 2012, a web phenomenon seen
by more than 50 million people around the world, defended the video and its makers on Thursday against
criticism that it is misleading and champions western intervention against an insurgency which is already
waning and on the run.

2. Acaye's home region around the town of Gulu is now relatively peaceful, and the Lord's Resistance Army
(LRA) , which kidnapped him and killed his brother in 2002, has been driven out of northern Uganda along
with its warlord leader, Joseph Kony, who has melted into the forests of the Democratic Republic of Congo and
the Central African Republic. But Acaye denied widespread criticism in Uganda and elsewhere that the
American-made film calling for Kony's arrest is out-of-date or irrelevant. "It is not too late, because all this
fighting and suffering is still going on elsewhere," Acaye, now 21, told the Guardian in a telephone interview
from Kampala, where he is studying law. "Until now, the war that was going on has been a silent war. People
did not really know about it. "

3. "Now what was happening in Gulu is still going on elsewhere in the Central African Republic and in Congo.
What about the people who are suffering over there? They are going through what we were going through."

4. Kony 2012 has become a surprise hit around the world some 25 years after Kony founded his militia and a
decade after the peak of its reign of terror in northern Uganda. But its makers, a group called Invisible Children,
have been widely criticised by Ugandan journalists and other aid agencies for being self-promoting ( the video
spends much of its 28 minutes on its maker, Jason Russell and his young son, Gavin) and opaque about its
use of funds - and for concentrating on an issue that has dramatically changed in recent years.

5. "They are focusing more on an American solution to an African conflict than the holistic approach which should
include regional governments and people who are very key to make this a success," said Victor Ochen, the
director of African Youth Initiative Network based in Lira, the site of one Kony's worst massacres in Uganda.

6. "They are advocating for a mechanism to end war with more attention to a perpetrator not victims. Campaigning
on killing one man and that's the end is not enough --- There are many people who are caught up in this war.
Invisible Children has good access to international media but they have no connection with the community they
claim to represent." Ugandan writer Angelo Opi-Aiya lzama wrote on his blog: "To call the campaign a
misrepresentation is an understatement ... its portrayal of his alleged crimes in northern Uganda are from a
bygone era." He added that the main problems in the area now are child prostitution, HIV and a mysterious and
incurable neurological disorder, known as nodding disease, which has afflicted more than 4,000 children.

7. lzama said that although the LRA is still preying on civilians in neighbouring countries, it was no longer an
unknown problem. He said: "The LRA leader is the subject of an international manhunt by a joint force of
Ugandan, Congolese, Sudanese and Central African troops. This effort is assisted by US combat troops."

8. In 2009 a US-supported military operation dubbed Operation Lightning Thunder and carried out by Uganda
government forces failed to kill Kony. The Ugandan army said Kony had left his compound a few minutes before
the attack. Since it was set up in 2003, Invisible Children, a San Diego-based charity has released 11 films
and run regular "awareness-raising" film tours across the US, mainly showing to schools and universities. The
group is barely known in Uganda, but claims to have given school and university scholarships to 750 children,
and helped re-build schools. Acaye said that his old school is one of those the group has rebuilt.

9. "Now that the situation in Gulu is stabilised and there is no longer war there, there is reconstruction of the
place. Schools are being built. It is not the fault of the people there that they were abducted and used. They
need to be helped," he said. "The organisation has fought really hard to rebuild my school. It is doing good
work." Acaye was taken prisoner by the LRA militia when it attacked his home village of Koro, near Gulu, but
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he escaped after three weeks when one unit handed him over to another.

10. "l got lucky. | was taken by a second group which did not know much about me, and | was transferred to that
group. They asked me how long | had been with the LRA and | said three months so they thought | had no
intention of running away, so they did not watch me," Acaye said.

11. He found his way back to his village, but from then on joined the hundreds of children who walked into Gulu
to sleep every night for safety. |t was while he was sleeping on a verandah there that he was found by
Invisible Children.

12. "They could not understand what was happening. They wanted a kid who was sleeping there and who spoke
English. | could understand English and | could say what was happening, so that is how | was in their film,"
Acaye said.

13. Invisible Children's accounts show it is a cash rich operation, which more than tripled its income to $9m
( £5.68m) in 2011, mainly from personal donations. Of this, nearly 25% was spent on travel and film-
making. Most of the money raised has been spent in the US. The accounts show $1.7m went on US employee
salaries, $850,000 in film production costs, $244,000 in "professional services" - thought to be Washington
lobbyists - and $1.07m in travel expenses. Nearly $400,000 was spent on offices in San Diego.

14. Questions were raised on Thursday about its operation after it emerged that Charity Navigator, a US charity
evaluator, gave the organisation only three out of four stars overall, four stars financially, and two stars for
"accountability and transparency". Noelle Jouglet communication director, responded in a statement saying:
"Our score is currently at 2 stars due to the fact that Invisible Children currently does not have five
independent voting members on our board of directors. We are currently in the process of interviewing
potential board members, and our goal is to add an additional independent member this year in order to regain
our 4-star rating by 2013."

15. The three founders of the group, who advocate direct military intervention in response to the LRA, were also
criticised for posing with guns alongside members of the Sudan People's Liberation Army (SPLA ) in 2008.
In a statement the group responded : "We were there to see Joseph Kony come to the table to sign the Final
Peace Agreement. The Sudan People's Liberation Army (SPLA) was surrounding our camp for protection
since Sudan was mediating the peace talks. We thought it would be funny to bring back to our friends and
family a joke photo. You know, "Haha - they have bazookas in their hands but they're actually fighting for

peace'.

16. The group , which employs around 100 people, is expected to raise millions of dollars from their Kony2012
video but has so far not said how much has been donated or how it will spend the money. Visitors are invited
to click a button and buy T shirts, bracelets and posters, ranging from $30-$250. "People will think you're
an advocate of awesome", runs the sales pitch.

17. The video has broken records for the speed at which a 30-minute film has spread. "It's an internet phenomenon.
[t's the mob mentality. Everyone can feel outraged. We are buying into the emotion and handing over money
but who it's going to and how it is helping [Uganda's children] is left unanswered", says Phil Borge, a director
of London-based 1000 Heads, a "word of mouth" marketing agency. According to figures posted on Vimeo,
only four people viewed the video on 3 March , and eight on 4 March, but 58,000 on 5 March, 2.7m on 6
March and 8.2m on 7 March. It had been played over 38m times on YouTube by Thursday evening, 8 March.

18. Jedediah Jenkins, director of idea development for Invisible Children, called the criticisms "myopic" and said
the film represented a "tipping point" in that it "got young people to care about an issue on the other side of
the planet that doesn't affect them".
