本校位於新屋區永安里，離永安漁港約一點五公里，永安雪森林公園在鄰近，

居民以農、漁、休閒農業為主，民風純樸。 

       民國五十七年時值政府實施九年國民教育政策，在地方人士熱心爭取與

捐地配合之下成立了「永安國中」 

         現任古如毓校長，於一 O八年八月一日奉派接掌本校，為第十六任 

校長，仍秉歷任校長「學校不在大在於能發光發熱」之志，持續與全體師 生致

力於涵蘊愛校愛鄉之情懷，以營造優良之學風。目前有九班，一百五十八位學

生，學生健康、活潑，可塑性強；教師陣容堅強、認真負責，行政同仁全力配

合；並積極推展科技化教學，提昇學校教職員工之資訊素養，期能繼往開來，

開創永安之光。 

The school is located in Yong'an Lane, Xinwu District, about 1.5 

kilometers away from Yong'an Fishing Port. Yong'an Snow Forest Park 

is nearby. The residents mainly focus on agriculture, fishery and 

leisure agriculture, and the folk customs are simple. 

       In 1949, when the government implemented the nine-year 

national education policy, the "Yong'an Junior High School" was 

established under the cooperation of local people to fight for and 

donate land. 

         The current principal Gu Ruyu was appointed to take over the 

school on August 1, 2018, as the sixteenth principal. He still 

adheres to the ambition of "the school is not big because it can 

shine" and continue to work with all teachers and students. Yu Han 

contains the feelings of loving the school and loving the hometown in 

order to create an excellent style of study. There are currently nine 

classes with 158 students. The students are healthy, lively, and 

malleable; the team of teachers is strong, serious and responsible, 

and the administrative staff fully cooperate; and actively promote 

scientific and technological teaching to improve the information 

literacy of the school's teaching staff. Carry on the past and open 

the future, create the light of Yongan.
